Nativity Academy observed a milestone 
in our history in May.  Our first class 
graduated from high school!  

One of our students, Josh, graduated 
from St. Xavier and will be attending 
Georgetown College this fall on 
scholarship.   Seven years ago, no one 
would have talked about Josh and 
college in the same breath.  His mom 
was just trying to get him through 
middle school!   Josh isn’t the only one 
who graduated.  93% of our first class 
graduated from high school, 14 of the 
original 15 students!  Without Nativity, 
only 50% of these students likely would 
have made it through high school.   
That’s the national average for high 
school graduates among the population 
we serve.

Instead of welfare, instead of prison, 
instead of low-end menial jobs, these 
students are going to have a positive future.  
We have said over and over again that 
education is the way out of poverty and 
this group proves it.  In the fall, we will 
have Nativity Academy graduates at the 
University of Kentucky, University  
of Louisville, Kentucky State University, 
Georgetown College, Jefferson Com-
munity & Technical College, Spencerian 
College, Hanover College, St. Catharine 
College and the Louisville Culinary Arts 
School at Sullivan University.  

Nativity Academy is entering our 
eighth year of service to children in 
poverty.  The need and demand for the 
educational opportunity we provide 
is growing.  We must build on the 
foundation of support this community 
has provided in order to meet this need.
